Records, British Isles, Germany and other

couniries, Periodicals, Audiocassettes and
Videos. More than one dozen instructional

videos are available for in-house patron use.
Complementary Collections at the Allen County
Public Library-the Genealogy Department’s
holdings are enhanced by the library’s other
significant collections of biographical sources,
government documents, legal references, Native
American first hand accounts and early
American travel and exploration accounts.

I advise, before you go, that you use the
library’s catalog to find your books. You can

print out the call numbers of the books you.

might want to research, take the printouts with
you and when you arrive at the library you won’t
waste time with the card or online catalog.
Instead, head right for the stacks, grab your
books and have fun. To reach the online catalog
from your home computer, simply go to:
http://www.acpllib.in.us/genealogy/ -

then click on catalog. Type in a family name, a
region, or any subject and up will pop all the
possibilities. It is wonderful.

You may want to take snacks with you on
the bus. We do not stop on the way home to eat.
At lunchtime there are several fast food places
within walking distance of the library. Just
remember no eating in the library. Bring pencils,
dimes and dollar bills for copy machines and the
copy ‘cards’, and your enthusiasm.
